Be prayerful in your 

vote, asking for God‟s will in this important 

decision.      

 

 History of Grand Prairie ñ Part 2 
     On February 22, 1867, the organization of this 

church was made and completed. As stated in the 

history at that time, ñ . . . the date was made 

memorable as the birthday of Washington and 

doubtless to all that 

were included in 

the organization.ò  

Rev. S.D. Bates 

was chosen as the 

first pastor of the 

church.      

     It was called 

the Free-will 

Baptist Church of 

Grand Prairie after 

the name of the 

township in which 

it is located, meeting as a body in the local 

schoolhouse until a frame chapel costing $2000 was 

erected by the church and dedicated March 1, 1868.  

It was built at the present location of our church 

today.              

     Rev. Bates continued in charge of the church for 

a period of seven years. During that time, several 

revival meetings occurred and the membership was 

increased to the number of seventy-five, at the close 

of his pastorate in 1873. He was succeeded by Rev. 

R.J. Poston, who was to receive an annual salary of 

$350. He was the minister of the church for two 

years.  Rev. J.F. Tufts came May 6, 1876 and was 

paid $300 a year.  He was to preach two sermons 

every other Sunday, one in the forenoon and one in 

the evening. His pastorate ended about January 1, 

1878. 

    Rev. Isaac Seitz came in 1878 and stayed four 

years until 1882. When he left, Rev. S.D. Bates 

again resumed his pastoral leadership of the church. 

He and his faithful members met every two weeks 

for services on Saturday and Sunday. They 

maintained Sunday School during the summer 

months. When Rev. Bates‟ second term was over, 

Rev. B.F. Zell came in December 1886 and stayed 

two years and three months, until March 1, 1889.          

     Rev. Melville C. Miner came as pastor and 

stayed just six months. He had been a missionary in 

India, where some of his children had been born. He 

left on September 1, 1889, and returned as pastor 

from 1902-1905. 

     Rev. Alva Crabtree came to be our minister in 

1891 and served until 1892.  His ministry began in 

southern Ohio and took him to central Ohio and 

Kentucky. His son was Rev. Marvin Crabtree and 

grandson, Bill Crabtree, who is known by many     

in this community. Bill is Jim Peters‟ brother- 

in-law.  

     Rev. J.A. Sutton served as pastor from 1892 to 

1894.  He was converted at the age of sixteen and 

ordained October 24, 1874. During his ministry he 

taught several terms of school and held various 

town offices.  

     Those who wrote the original history of the 

church recorded that the church burned, probably 

around Christmas time, after a program had been 

held, the year being 1893. The congregation was 

without a church until a new brick church was built 

and dedicated in September 1894, at the same 

location, this being our present church building. 

       Next month the history of the church continues 

with Rev. A.R. Toothacre becoming the pastor here, 

also at Morral Baptist (closed, no longer a church) 

and Wyandot Baptist Church.  (closed, no longer a 

church).
